WOLF CLAN 
 

Welcome to the Wolf Clan, as we move through this 
transition time from summer into winter we will seek 
out the inner and outer edges and transitional spaces 
of the physical, emotional/energetic and spiritual 
realms. Our work at Twilight Covening will focus on 
the dynamics of group cooperation and conflict, 
discovering, defining and expanding boundaries, 
confronting our fears, and our roles as individuals 
within the pack and the larger community. 
 
 
 

This clan will share a sleeping cabin. Please be respectful of this sacred space and do not allow 
guests from other clans to hang out or sleep in the clan cabin. We encourage you to bring 
wolf related decoration and ritual items to adorn the altar in the clan cabin. 
On Saturday night we will hold an all-night vigil giving us the opportunity to seek our 
separateness from and our connection to community on the outer edges of the camp. Our 
vigil will be held outdoors regardless of weather, please be prepared with layers of warm 
clothing and rain gear. After exploring the magical in-between spaces of darkness we will 
gather in the transitional time between night and day to greet the dawn. There will be sleeping 
time on Sunday to prepare for the Visioning Ritual on Sunday night. We suggest bringing 
extra blankets or tapestries to hang on windows to block sunlight. Ear plugs and a sleep eye 
mask could also be useful items for daytime sleeping. 
Be sure to pack plenty of warm clothing (hats, gloves, long johns....think layers) and inclement 
weather gear (just in case) for the vigil and the Visioning Ritual. Also, don’t forget to bring 
your soup vegetable for the community soup, blindfold for the visioning ritual and a burnable 
object that represents what blocks you from your winter work for the Releasing Fire. For our 
clan work you will need a notebook and a small token (made of natural material) to represent 
you. 
Please completely read your TC registration letter, even if you have been coming for years 
there may be new information in the letter that you will need.
